A Note on ACT & SAT Exams

UCSB will not use SAT/ACT scores in our admission selection. All
applicants to UC have the option to submit scores on the application. If
you elect to do so, these scores will not be visible to Admission Counselors
reviewing your application to UCSB.

International Baccalaureate
International Baccalaureate (IB) diploma students must take a minimum
of five IB exams, with two exams taken at the higher level. The overall

average must be 5 with no exam score below 4.

British Systems
You must complete at least five GCSE/IGCSE (O-Level) exams with a

3.4 GPA or higher and at least three GCE (A-Level) exams with a 3.0
(unweighted) GPA or higher and no grade below C to be considered for
admission. If you receive A, B or C grades on your GCE (A-Level) exams,
UCSB may grant you transfer credit toward your bachelor’s degree.

The exact amount of credit will be determined after you are formally
admitted and provide your official Statement of Results.
